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| understand that there have been a number of conversations over the years about
replacing the Allen organ in the sanctuary. This is an early model of what was then a new
development in electronic instruments, moving from tubes to a digital computer platform. This
instrument, quite good in its day, requires an increasing amount of maintenance and it is time,
perhaps even past time, to consider a new and better instrument.

Some of our folk have identified a new generation Allen digital computer organ that would
serve us for quite some time. In January all of us will be invited to see and hear this installation
in a near-by church. If we continue to have a lively interest in this organ it will be possible for us
to “borrow” it for a Sunday or two so we can hear it in our worship services in our sanctuary. |
am very excited about moving in this direction.

A logical consideration is cost. Depending on what is included the estimated cost is
about $50,000. At the present time there is about $27,000 in an organ fund that could be
applied to this purchase. In addition it is our plan to purchase a keyboard for use in the
Fellowship Hall for our Sunday evening Vesper Praise services and other events. The cost,
again depending on what is included, would be around $10,000. An additional $33,000 would
be needed to purchase both instruments and install them for their intended use.

Pat and | would be very willing to contribute to this project, and | am sure others feel the
same way. Our first step will be to decide on what instruments best fit our needs and then invite
those who are interested to “close the gap” between what we already have on hand and what
will be needed.

Music, | believe, is the pulse of worship, having the ability to communicate depth and
meaning that words cannot. We are blessed with outstanding musicians who grace our ministry
of music and | look forward to enhancing this area of our congregational life.
